This spring, we in Montana and in other parts of the 

country have seen a lot of wet weather.  Late snowfalls, 

and buckets of spring rain have seen the rivers rise and 

some have even felt the sting of flooding.  I hate to see 

the bad part of the moisture, and pray for those who are 

hurt by the rising water.  The positive is that we have 

seen our share of too dry summers, and that brings 

high fire danger into the pine forests, and any chance to 

see that reduced makes me happy.  I was a little sur-

prised that the Boulder was not as high as I thought it 

might be.   The water was not yet going over the falls at 

natural bridge, but I guess that usually happens in 

later June when the snow pack starts to melt.  I spent a 

little time sitting down by the river, and I watched the 

water and it reminded me of a story.  

 

The Israelites had been wandering for a long time and 

it was finally time to cross the Jordan River into the 

land that God had promised them.  They had been 

walking for years, and it was finally time to go across.  

The leaders took the first step into the river and the 

water stopped and the people walked across on dry 

ground.   After everyone was across God asked for one 

man from each of the 12 tribes to get a rock from the 

middle of the river.  They took the rocks and piled them 

together, and it became a place where the people could 

look and remember that God had been faithful.  

Memorials are important because it is so easy to forget.  

We might think that weõll remember, but it takes holi-

days like Motherõs day or Fatherõs day to help us re-

member the things we appreciate about our parents.
